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Missouri Libertarian Party Incorporation as a Non-Profit

This proposal implements changes to our bylaws to support incorporation as a non-profit . Submitted by Cisse Spragins, Missouri Libertarian Party Vice Chair.

ARTICLE 2: PERIOD OF DURATION

2.2 In the event of dissolution of the corporation/organization, any remaining funds will be:  returned to donors; given to then current candidates for office; donated to other non-profit organizations; or donated to charity, as determined by the Executive Committee.

ARTICLE 6: STATE OFFICERS

6.5 The Secretary shall record the minutes of all State Committee and Executive Committee meetings and correspond with government officials of the State of Missouri. The Secretary shall also ensure that the Annual Report for a Missouri Corporation is timely filed, and that any needed updates to the Registered Office and/or Corporate Officers are timely filed with the Secretary of State.

Conflict of Interest

This proposal restricts participation in the Missouri Libertarian Party due to a conflict of interest. Submitted by Teddy Fleck, Seventh Congressional District Executive Committee Delegate.

ARTICLE 10: RULES OF PROCEDURE

10.4 Conflict Of Interest

10.4a Any person who is running  for office in a partisan race on behalf of another party shall be ineligible to serve as a member of the Missouri Libertarian Party Executive Committee, the State Committee and hold Missouri Libertarian State Offices for the duration of the election cycle. Ineligibility shall begin on filing date for said election and conclude on the general election date.

10.4b Any person who is holding a National,State or Executive Committee seat for another Political Party shall be ineligible to serve as a member of the Missouri Libertarian Party Executive Committee, the State Committee and hold Missouri Libertarian State Offices until said person resigns said seat.

Denial of Candidate Filing Fees

This proposal presents two options regarding when and how candidate filing fees may be denied. See the Missouri LP Candidate Filing Fee Committee Report for the background on these proposed bylaw changes. Submitted by the Committee To Research Denial Of Candidate Filing Fees.

ARTICLE 14: CANDIDATES FOR PUBLIC OFFICE

14.1 Requirements and procedures for candidates to run for public office are governed by the Missouri State Statutes.

14.2 For an "established" political party, candidates for federal or state offices file with the Missouri Secretary of State. The "established" political party whose ballot the candidate is filing to run under must receive and accept a filing fee from the candidate.

Option 1:

14.3 The Missouri Libertarian Party shall accept the filing fees from all candidates for public office on our ballot.

Option 2:

14.3 The Missouri Libertarian Party may deny receipt of a candidate's filing fee, denying that candidate from running on the Libertarian ballot, if at least one, preferably more, of the following conditions are met:

a) The candidate is neither a member of nor a contributor to the Missouri Libertarian Party or the National Libertarian Party, or has only joined within the last 3 months.

b) The candidate has identified himself or herself as being a member of some other political party.

c) The candidate's campaign is likely to damage the Missouri Libertarian Party or its reputation.

d) The candidate advocates policy positions which are clearly, undeniably and grossly misrepresentative of the Libertarian Party, e.g., overt racism.

14.4 A proposal to reject a candidate's filing fee may be made only by a member of the Missouri Libertarian Party Executive Committee.  The proposal must be communicated to the Chair of the Missouri Libertarian Party within seven (7) days of the candidate filing for office.  The Chair may require that the proposal be submitted in writing.

14.5 Upon receiving such a request, the Chair shall schedule a meeting, either in person or via conference call, to be held within seven (7) days of being notified of the proposed rejection.  Members shall receive at least four (4) days notice of the meeting.

14.6 The candidate shall be notified of the meeting and shall be allowed to attend and to speak on his or her own behalf.  The Missouri Libertarian Party Executive Committee shall reject the candidate's filing fee only if the motion to do so receives a vote of three-quarters or more of the Executive Committee members present.  The vote shall be by roll call, recorded by the Secretary, and publicly available.

14.7 If the Executive Committee votes to reject the candidate's filing fee, then the Treasurer of the Missouri Libertarian Party shall do so, shall return to the candidate any monies received from him or her, and shall inform the Secretary of State's office of the rejection.
