Limit the number of alternate Executive Committee delegates to two

This proposal limits the number of alternates to the Executive Committee to two delegates.

ARTICLE 5: THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

5.2 The Executive Committee shall consist of the elected officers of the MoLP, and district members from the various Congressional Districts, not to exceed two per District, chosen by the respective members of the State Committee residing in that District. The State Committee members of each District may also select one or more up to two alternate Executive Committee members, who may vote in the event of the absence of an Executive Committee member(s) from their district. All Executive Committee members and alternates must be voting members of the MoLP as defined in section 3.1.

Proposed Missouri Libertarian Party Platform Changes - 2010 State Convention

Three additions have been proposed to the party’s platform.

· Under Health Care, Add: “Restore a true free market in health care by removing federal and state regulations which restrict competition.”

· Under Health Care, Add: “Oppose federal regulation of health care and government health care options.”

· Add a new section titled “State Sovereignty”, Add: “Support efforts to assert State Sovereignty under the Tenth Amendment of the US Constitution for all powers not otherwise enumerated and granted to the federal government under the Constitution.”
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
